From 2000-2010 he taught at

before becoming employed at the Catholic Diocese
of Arlington, where he consults with Catholic
Charities, the Ttibunal, the Victim Assistance
office, and the Office of Catholic Schools; most
recently he has been appointed Chair of the Mental
Health Council for the Diocese. Over the past 20
years he has also provided psychological
evaluations for candidates for the priesthood and
religious life for several Orders. He is licensed as a
clinical psychologist in Virginia and Washington,
D.C.

Theresa Farnan, PhD is a
fellow at the Ethics and Public
Policy Center focusing on the
challenges of gender ideology as
part of EPPC’s Person and
Identity Project. She is the co-
author of two books, Ger Out
Now: Why You Should Pull Your
Child from Public School Before It’s
Too Late and Where Did I Come From? Where Am I Going?
How Do I Get There? She is the editor of Gender ldeology and
Pastoral Practice: A Handbook for Catholic Clergy, Counselors,
and Ministerial Leaders and has co-authored 4 chapters.
She has taught at St. Paul Seminary in Pittsburgh,
Franciscan University of Steubenville, and Mount St.
Mary’s Seminary and has worked with the diaconate
formation program for the Dioceses of Harrisburg and
Pittsburgh. She served as a consultant to the U.S.
Conference of Catholic Bishops’ Committee on Laity,
Marriage, Family Life, and Youth and is a member of the
Catholic Women’s Forum Advisory Council. She serves
on the Ethics and Public Policy Committee of the
National Catholic Partnership on Disability.
