     23.3 What do we call the Three Persons in one God?
        We call the Three Persons in one God the Blessed Trinity.

	God the Son (Jesus) is the Second Person of the Blessed Trinity.

	Yes, God has always been and always will be. (think of the Glory Be prayer)

23.8 What is a mystery?
	A mystery is something we believe because God has told us it is true, but we do not fully understand it.

24.1 What is a sacrament?
       A sacrament is an outward sign instituted (begun) by Jesus Christ to give us
       grace.

24.2 What does the Sacrament of Baptism do for you?
	Baptism takes away Original Sin. Baptism makes us followers of Christ, children of God, and members of His Church.

25.1 What is the Gospel?
	The Gospel is the part of the Bible which tells us what Jesus did and what He said while He was on earth.

25.2 Who wrote the four Gospels?
	Matthew, Mark, Luke and John were the four Gospel writers.

25.3 What happens during Mass?
	Through the miracle of the Mass, we are present at the Last Supper and Jesus’ sacrifice and death on the Cross.  At the Mass, we hear God’s Word from the Bible and most importantly, Jesus gives Himself to us in the Holy Eucharist.
